IMPORTANT INFORMATION
1. A $150 non-refundable deposit is required when returning this application to reserve a position in class.  After completing the class, a $150 payment is due.  The balance of $175 is due on the final session of in car driving--The Final Road Test.

2. Class room hours 6:00 – 7:45 p.m., Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday, or as otherwise scheduled.

3. There will be a missed driving session of $60.  Missed driving session means we must be able to fill the session with another driver because we must pay the instructor regardless.  

4. Classroom instruction will begin __________________ at 6:00 p.m.

5. In-Car training :  Student enrolled at Patriot Driving School will be scheduled for classroom and in-car instruction simultaneously.  Students attending classroom in a public or private high school must complete the course before the in-car instruction is scheduled.  
6. ALL FEES MUST BE PAYED IN FULL PRIOR TO THE COMPLETION OF INSTRUCTION AND BEFORE ISSUANCE OF CERTIFICATES.  A refund of any fees or any part of fees will be provided upon request unless the school is capable or willing to perform its part of the contract within a reasonable time period.

TEENAGE DRIVER EDUCATION INFORMATION

The driver education program offered by Patriot Driving School is State Certified.  We are certified for training persons under the age of 19 years, and are licensed by the Department of Motor Vehicles Commercial Driver Training Section.


The driver education program offered by Patriot Driving School consists of a minimum of thirty-six (36) periods of classroom instruction and seven (7) periods of behind-the-wheel instruction for students less than nineteen (19) years of age.

Students are expected to have proper respect for the facilities and materials provided by Patriot Driving School.  Damage or defacement of desks or walls may result in a charge of $100.00 being assessed for damage repair.  Students should remain in the classroom area, away from the offices of other businesses.  No smoking will be allowed.  Unless the students are notified beforehand, classes will be as scheduled.  Verification of class or behind-the-wheel instruction may be confirmed by calling PDS at 220-5742.
