Student’s Responsiblities

· Age 15 yrs, 6 months.

· Obtain and study the DMV booklet Virginia Driver’s Manuel
· Pass the DMV written test for Learner’s Permit, receive Teaching Your Teen to Drive.
· Complete Driver’s Education Course.
· Complete 45 hour driving log (15 hours at night, 30 hours at day).

· Validation Date:  Have held Learner’s Permit for 9 months, must be 16 years, 3 months old, and have passed classroom and behind the wheel.

DMV “It’s the Law”
· Classroom instruction must be 36 periods.

· Behind the wheel in car instruction must be 14 periods (7 driving and 7 observing).

· Periods equal 50 minutes.

· Teens may not exceed a total of 2 periods of instruction within any 24 hour period (driving and classroom).

Teen Regulations
· Only 1 passenger under the age of 18 for the first 12 months of driving.

· No cell phone use when driving if under the age of 18.

· Seat belt violation is a moving vehicle violation!
